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MONITORING

On June 22, the OSCE Mission held a regular monitoring of the Nagorno Karabakh and Azerbaijan
armed forces’ contact-line to the north-west of the village of Kuropatkino of the NKR Martouni region.

From the positions of the NKR Defense Army, the monitoring mission was led by Field Assistants of
the OSCE Chairman-in-Office’s Personal Representative Miroslav Vymetal (Czechia), Peter Kii (Great
Britain) and Torsten Ahren (Sweden).

The Azerbaijani party’s monitoring group was led by Personal Representative of the OSCE Chairman-
in-Office, Ambassador Andrzey Kasprzyk.

Unlike the Karabakh party, the Azerbaijani one did not lead the members of the monitoring mission to
its front positions. In the course of the monitoring a single shot from the Azerbaijani party at a distance of a
kilometer from the observation place was fixed.

From the Karabakh party, representatives of the NKR Ministries of Foreign Affairs and Defence
accompanied the OSCE monitoring mission.

Preliminary Report of the

June 19, 2005 Nagorno Karabakh Parliamentary Elections

Summary

The Nagorno Karabakh parliamentary elections held on June 19, 2005 were conducted freely and
transparently. Electoral law changes introduced by the Central Election Commission opened up the
democratic space for political parties. Competition in that arena adhered to generally accepted international
electoral standards. In their totality, the evolution of the voting system toward a more democratic process,
the nature of the electoral campaign, and the conduct of voters and officials on election day are strong signs
that Nagorno Karabakh has made significant progress toward establishing a functioning and we hope
sustainable democracy, keeping in mind this is the first time multiple political parties competed for seats in
the parliament.

We salute the voters, candidates and in particular the Central Election Commission for demonstrating
a serious commitment toward establishing a democratic system in Nagorno Karabakh and working within its
rules and procedures before and during the election. The election environment was calm and we have not
received any reports of general intimidation. Voters appeared to have had ready access to the programs and
views of the many legislative candidates and the vast majority of them had opportunities to hear directly from
candidates seeking political office in the various constituencies.

The new electoral law effectively broadened the participation of new political parties, and represents a
major step forward for Karabakh democracy. Additionally, the change in the electoral law stipulating that
military forces below the officer rank would vote for political parties rather than individual candidates
competing in the designated constituencies marked an improvement over the previous electoral system and
removed one significant possible source of electoral abuse, thereby reflecting progress made by the Nagorno
Karabakh authorities in exercising civilian control over the military. This in itself was a positive development
worthy of mention.
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The six-person delegation met with representatives of six major political parties with candidates
competing in the elections, some parliamentary candidates, the Central Election Commission chairman and
his colleagues, journalists and representatives from local nongovernmental organizations. The delegation
visited 37 polling sites and the Central Election Commission on polling day and found no significant
irregularities in the sites that were visited.

on the results of the elections of Deputies of
The National Assembly of the Nagorno Karabakh Republic

On June 19, 2005, in accordance with the NKR Electoral Code, the elections of Deputies of the NKR
National Assembly took place in the Nagorno Karabakh Republic.

Over 135 international observers from the Russia, Great Britain, the United States, Czech Republic,
Croatia, Greece, France, Iran, ltaly, Israel, Serbia and Montenegro, the Netherlands, Armenia, Abkhazia,
South Osetia, Transdnestria followed the process of elections. Among the observers there were many
present and former parliamentarians, representatives of non-governmental and human rights organizations,
as well as more than 45 representatives of mass media from different countries.

The undersigned observers had meetings with many candidates, members of the Central Electoral
Commission, journalists and representatives of local non-governmental organizations.

The day of elections, observers visited about 200 electoral districts, participated in the process of
counting of votes in 47 electoral districts.

Based on the monitoring of the elections, independent observers verify:

Preparations, implementation and summarization of the results of the elections to the NKR National
Assembly have been conducted in compliance with the NKR Electoral Code of December 8, 2004.

22 constituencies and 276 electoral districts (including one in Yerevan) were established on the
territory of the Nagorno-Karabakh Republic.

89, 945 people were included in the voters’ lists.

For the first time the elections to the NKR National Assembly were conducted by proportional and
majority electoral systems.

The NKR Central Electoral Commission registered electoral lists of six parties and one alliance. 106
people were nominated in 22 constituencies by majority system, 49 candidates were nominated by registered
political parties, and 57 candidates - by a civil initiative.

The elections to the National Assembly by the proportional and majority systems were held with
separate ballots.

A ballot for the elections to the National Assembly by proportional system contained the names of
parties (party alliances) in alphabetical order, as well as family names, first names and patronymics of the
first three candidates on the list.

A ballot for the elections to the National Assembly by the majority system contained family names,
first names and patronymics of the candidates in alphabetical order (by family names), and the names of the
nominating parties (party alliances), and in the case of a civil initiative — the words "civil initiative".

For the first time in the NKR, transparent ballot-boxes have been used for voting to ensure greater
transparency of the election process.

We have not fixed any serious violations either in registration of candidates, organization of voting, or
in processing the votes and transporting the protocols of counting from constituencies to the regional (city)
electoral commissions, and then — to the CEC.

During the day of elections, the rate of participation of voters was reported every 3 hours. Finally, the
participation of voters made up73, 6 %.

All conditions were guaranteed for keeping the secrecy of the ballot.

The voters, with whom we met, expressed satisfaction with the election campaign and with the
coverage of elections by mass media.

The Nagorno Karabakh authorities did everything in their power conduct parliamentary elections free
and fair, in accordance with democratic standards.
